What is Tourette Syndrome (TS)?

Tourette Syndrome (TS) is a neurological movement disorder characterized by
motor and vocal tics. Beginning in childhood, it causes those affected to make
movements and noises they cannot control. Many with TS additionally have
associated obsessive-compulsive disorder, attention-deficit-hyperactivity disorder
and learning differences. Just as importantly, many experience serious self-esteem
and social issues due to their often puzzling, misunderstood or disruptive
symptoms. The current estimates are that 1 out of every 160 children between
the ages of 5-17 years in the United States has TS and that 1 out of every 50
children has TS or another persistent Tic Disorder. Although symptoms usually
diminish in adulthood, TS is considered a lifelong disorder.
